1. zacchaeus: A thief, profiting off the suffering of his own people. Meeting Jesus

2. Paul

3. Ephesian magicians (acts 19)

4. College student who cheated on a test

5. The gossip realizing their worth isn't in breaking others down

6. The spouse committing adultery

7. The serial killer

8. The "disciple" living a double life that says no more

9. The selfish become sacrificial (the "I" guy)

10. Unconcerned become zealous missionaries


THE GIFT OF REPENTANCE (MERCY FOR THOSE OF US WHO ARE A MESS)

1. Acts 11:18- god has granted repentance even to the gentiles

2. Repentance: a changed mind that is shown in a changed life

3. Matthew 3:8: produce fruit consistent with repentance


Basic to discipleship according to Jesus

1. Matthew 3 and Matthew 4

2. Luke 5:32- I came to call sinners to repentance

3. Luke 13
